2.Should the trap be lost, stolen or damaged while in my custody, I agree to reimburse the City for replacement or repairs at current costs.  The option to replace or repair a damaged trap shall be solely at the City’s discretion.

3.I agree that the trap be placed on my premises so that animals caught therein will not be exposed to inclement weather, excessive heat from sunlight, or other adverse conditions.  I further agree to check the trap per the officer’s recommendation of ___________.  I also agree to its inspection and/or removal from my premises by an officer.

4. Should any animal be caught in the trap that is known to me to be the property of another person, I shall immediately perform one of the following;

· Notify the owner of the animals capture and return it to the owner.

· Release the captured animal.

· Notify Arvada Animal Control of the animals capture.

· Transport animal to the Table Mountain Animal Center.

5. I agree not to use the trap for relocating wildlife caught in the trap from my premises to other areas.

6. When the trap is no longer necessary for my intended purpose, I agree to advise animal management immediately.

The following are recommendations for how often a trap should be checked for an animal’s capture;
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Squirrel in a fire place or in a home
once every hour - do not set trap at night
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Squirrel in attic or crawl space

once every 3 hours and in AM
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   Other small rodent


once every 2 hours and in AM
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Skunk or raccoon


Set @ dusk and check in AM








do NOT leave animal out during the day
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Cat



once every 4 hours and in AM









do NOT leave animal in the sun, or out in inclement weather
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Dog



once every 2 hours and in AM







do NOT leave animal in the sun, or out in inclement weather
